Page 1

Add at the bottom of the last paragraph….

In July of 2009, Interstate 89 was closed for several days in Warner after a sinkhole was discovered.  Major excavation work was necessary to replace a failed 30-inch drainage pipe, which was approximately 25 feet below the road surface.

The following month, a section of NH Route 16 in Dummer was lost in a landslide along the Androscoggin River.   A new section of road was built and opened in late October.

The Boston Express I-93 bus service carried over 300,000 passengers in FY 10.  Average monthly ridership was up over 14% from 2009.  The Nashua service carried more than 134,000 passengers, an increase of 8.5% over the previous year.  Four new buses expanded commuter bus service along the I-95 corridor.

Expanded Transportation Options on Interstate 89

The expansion of the New London Park & Ride lot (NH 103A off I-89 Exit 12) was completed in July 2009.  This $295,000 project increased the number of parking spaces from 45 to 132 to accommodate both carpoolers and Dartmouth Coach bus passengers.

The Search For Higher Performance Concrete
New Hampshire is one of eight states participating in pooled fund research project studying the benefits of ternary concrete mixes (concrete containing two cementitious substitute materials).  The NHDOT uses these substitute materials to reduce the damaging effects of road salt and alkali-silica reactivity (ASR) on concrete bridges.  Substituting for cement in the concrete mix design saves energy, while making beneficial use of waste products. Each of the cement substitutes has unique beneficial properties.  A bridge deck project is Epsom is being used to compare the performance of a typical concrete mix and a ternary mix.

The completed reconstruction and safety improvements at the NH 11/114 intersection in New London.
