Requirements for Binding Honors Theses

Format:

All pages should measure 8 ½” x 11” and be printed on one side only.  Foldouts may be larger, but will be folded and bound to fit the 8 ½” x 11” standard size binding.

Margins must be at least 1 ½” on the left and at least 1” on the other sides.  This includes any figures, photographs, or illustrations.

Use consistent and sensible page numbering used throughout text.

Oversize materials may be bound in the text as foldouts or inserted in a pocket in the inside back cover of the book.  In either case, do not fold the materials yourself, but turn them in rolled up in a tube.

Horizontal figures and tables must be positioned correctly:  they will be bound at the top (i.e., the top of the figure or table will be at the left margin).

Up to 3” of paper will fit in one volume.  If your thesis is thicker than this, please make multiple volumes.

Materials:

All materials, including text, foldouts, and maps must be printed on or mounted on white, standard weight paper (20-24 lb).

Archival paper is recommended: acid-free, 20-24 lb., white, 25% cotton paper.  This paper is available at book stores and copy centers in Ithaca.

Strike-overs, correction fluid, and correction tape are not acceptable in the filed copies.

Photographs:

If the photographs are smaller than 8 ½” x 11” they should be produced on a lightweight or single-weight polyfiber paper with a glossy finish.  Mount the photographs on the same paper as the rest of the dissertation or thesis.  Have them dry-mounted professionally, affix them with spray adhesive mount, or use a dry mount that adheres to all paper surfaces, course and smooth.  Never use rubber cement; pictures will fall out of the dissertation after three or four years.

Title Page:

The title of each honors thesis should include the following items, centered from side to side:

The author's name should appear as it does in the university's official records.
